the “Connections” project, enabling
people with a B1 level of proficiency
in French to prepare for employment.

THE PROGRAMME FOR
ASTI'S 40™ ANNIVERSARY
CELEBRATION

It is within this working environment
and as part of this approach to integra-
tion and living together that Asti

has been helping Luxembourg society
to evolve over the past 40 years, “and
we aim to continue to do so for the next

40 years”, the spokesman continues.
That’s one of the reasons why the
association’s 40" anniversary will

not be centred around the association
as such or indeed its protagonists,

but rather on the fields in which

it operates. “With this in mind we have
come up with a whole host of events and
initiatives that are in keeping with our aims
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d’éducation interculturelle — IKL
aupres des jeunes, le centre de ren-
contre pour jeunes Amigo, le Service

Outre ces projets, une autre initiz
tive phare de I’association, le Guiche
Info Migrants, permet aux immi-
grants de bénéficier des conseils et
de I'assistance de spécialistes des loi:
sur I'immigration et de la protectior
internationale. Un service d’écrivain
public et des coaches a I'intégration
accompagnent également les per-
sonnes concernées dans leurs
démarches d’intégration.

Le cceur des actions de 1’Asti se sitt
clairement dans l'intégration des réfu
giés, des émigrants et des sans-papier:
avec des projets comme « Ma’an!
Zesummen! Ensemble! » pour I'alphal
tisation et I’enseignement de la langu
francaise et le projet « Connections »,
permettant aux personnes détentrice
du niveau B1 de la langue frangaise
de se préparer a 'emploi.
